ADVANCED PLACEMENT EXAM CONTRACT Spring 2018
AP English Literature & Composition with Ms. Coyle
The Advanced Placement (AP) Program is intended to challenge and prepare students for the rigors of college. Students are strongly encouraged to take advantage of the opportunity to earn college credit for scores of 3, 4, or 5 (depending on individual college or university requirements). In order to receive added academic benefits, students must take the AP exam in May. Students who take the AP exam are able to exempt the final exam in that course. In order to exempt the final exam, it is expected that students and parents understand and are willing to comply with the following:
· All AP exams are ordered based on the number of students requesting to take AP exams. You should consider your options very carefully when deciding to take any AP exam. 
· If you contract to take an AP exam and do not attend that AP exam for whatever reason, you will forfeit your money. 
· If you are eligible for the attendance exemption, then you CANNOT choose an AP course for your final exam exemption. You must choose a different course. 

· To exempt the final exam for an AP course your final grade in the course must be between 80% - 100% by April 30th & take the AP English Literature & Composition exam.
· You are required to participate in at least 1 mock test that will be administered outside of class. (April 21st 8:00am-12:00pm in room 1011 or April 28th 8:00 am-12:00pm in room 1002).
· You are required to attend at least 2 tutoring sessions.  These take place every Tuesday afternoon from 3:45-5:00 and Wednesday mornings from 7:00-8:15. 

· You must also make a $50.00 deposit for your AP exams you plan to take AND take the AP exam in May. 
· First semester deposit must be made by  December 8, 2017.

· The remaining balance for all AP exams must be paid by March 30, 2018. 
· If you decide to take the final exam, then it will be scored in Synergy and it will affect your overall final grade. 
· Each AP Exam costs $100, this must be paid in person ONLY at Pebblebrook HS (with Ms. Munlin). Registration will be available on the PHS webpage under “Advanced Placement”. 
· If a student has free or reduced lunch, then EACH test will cost $53.00. These students should complete a waiver release form and submit it to the café manager Ms. Carwise AS SOON AS POSSIBLE.
·  FIRST STEM (Math or Science) AP Exam is free.  
· You are signing this contract to express your intent to take the AP exam in May.
· All payments are non-refundable.
